to 2.5% of GDP by 2030 will have on costs to Jersey, and whether this decision will affect Jersey’s

Answer 

 

There is no reason to expect that the decision of the Government of the United Kingdom referenced in the 

Connétable’s question will affect costs incurred by Jersey. 

 

The Government remains committed to supporting the Jersey Field Squadron as Jersey’s contribution to 

the defence of the United Kingdom in line with the Intergovernmental Agreement signed in 1981 by the
