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REPORT

In anticipation of the development of the Weighbridge area into a major public open space, the Waterfront
Enterprise Board Limited have requested that the area should be included in the Policing of Parks (Jersey)
Regulations 2005. This amendment will designate the Weighbridge area as a ‘Park’ and as such, enable proper
management and policing of the area. The area designated as a ‘Park’ excludes the pavement and taxi rank which
will remain under the Highways Authority.
