(a) the knowledge, suspicion or grounds for suspicion mentioned in 
paragraph (2); and 

 
(b) the information or other matter mentioned in paragraph (3), 
 
and if A does not make such a disclosure, A commits an offence. 
 

(4A) The conditions mentioned in paragraph (4) are that the disclosure is made – 
 

(a) to a designated police officer, a designated customs officer or a 
nominated officer; 

 
(b) in good faith; and 
 
(c) as soon as is practicable after the information or other matter comes to 

A.’ ”; and 
 

(b) sub-paragraphs (c) and (d) should be renumbered accordingly as sub-paragraphs (b) and (c).
