THE STATES, adopting a proposition of Senator Philip Francis Cyril Ozouf, in accordance with 
Standing Order 26(7), agreed to reduce the minimum lodging period in respect of the proposition of the 
Privileges and Procedures Committee concerning the interim reform of the Composition of the States 
Assembly for 2014 and referendum on further reform (P.116/2013), which was a matter of such urgency 
and importance that it would be prejudicial to Jersey to delay its debate.
