Question

Will the Chief Minister advise Members what the full cost of legal representation was for States
Departments, the Law Officers’ Department, and the Bailiff’s Chambers at the Independent Jersey Care
Inquiry, breaking the figures down by each department? Will he also confirm whether or not these sums
have been, or will be, taxed to ensure the fees charged are allowable?

Answer

A Freedom of Information answer was published on 9" June 2017:

This answer set out that, for the latest confirmed costs (to the end of February 2017), total costs of the
Inquiry were £21,632,184.

Within this amount the total expenditure on lawyers’ fees (acting for the Inquiry Panel, States departments,
witnesses and interested parties) to the end of February 2017 was £13,769,805.

Total legal costs for States Departments were £4,765,830 broken down as follows:

Law Officers’ Department £1,210,919
States of Jersey Police £1,290,428
All other departments £2,264,483

The Bailiff’s Chambers were not an Interested Party for the purposes of the Inquiry.

The process of taxation is undertaken at the conclusion of litigation to determine the costs which should be
allowed.
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
