Report

This amendment to the Weights and Measures (Jersey) Law 1967 will remove an outdated legal requirement
which currently requires the States to approve some Ministerial Orders made under the Law. This change also
implements one of the recommendations of the “red tape” review carried out in 2005. The aim of the change isto
ensure that States time is not taken up with relatively minor changes to the Law which can be dealt with more
efficiently by the Minister.

Financial and manpower statement
There are no financial or manpower implications for the States arising from the adoption of this amendment.

European Convention on Human Rights

Article 16 of the Human Rights (Jersey) Law 2000 will, when brought into force by Act of the States, require the
Minister in charge of a Projet de Loi to make a statement about the compatibility of the provisions of the Projet
with the Convention rights (as defined by Article 1 of the Law). Although the Human Rights (Jersey) Law 2000 it
not yet in force, on 28th August 2006 the Minister for Economic Development made the following statement
before Second Reading of this Projet in the States Assembly —
