REPORT

Background

Council Regulation (EU) No. 576/2013 harmonises #m@mal health controls
applicable to the non-commercial movement of petals (dogs, cats and ferrets)
between Member States and from Third Countries, mpeals Regulation (EC)
No. 998/2003.

The EU Regulation covers the identification andealyaccination of pet animals; and
Commission Delegated Regulation (EU) No. 1152/201114th July 2011 requires
preventative health measures for the contrdtafinococcus multilocularis infection

in dogs. Dogs entering Jersey require treatmefdaat 24 hours, and not more than
120 hours, prior to scheduled arrival. Commissiomplementing Regulation (EU)
No. 577/2013 of 28th June 2013 prescribes the fafihpet passport to be adopted for
the purposes of pet travel under the amended schiamesstablishment of lists of
territories and third countries, and the formatuisgments of the declarations attesting
compliance with certain conditions provided forRegulation (EU) No. 576/2013 of
the European Parliament and of the Council. Jeasepted the Pet Travel Scheme in
line with UK to enable continued free movement ofsl and cats between the Island
and the UK.

Pet animals that do not meet the entry requiremanist be licensed by the Minister
before entry into Jersey, and must be detainechiapproved quarantine unit until
compliant with the EU Regulation. No approved comuizé quarantine unit is
available in Jersey. Commercial importation of dogats and ferrets (animals
imported for rehoming or for sale) must comply witfle Diseases of Animals
(Rabies) (Importation of Mammals) (Jersey) Ordet120

Since the introduction of the UK Pet Travel Scheme2000 and the subsequent
enactment of the Council Regulation, Europe hastimoed with an effective
vaccination program to reduce rabies in the domestd wild animal populations in
Member States. There has not been one reportedotaiabies in the EU associated
with the legal movement of pets under the EU pevenment system since it was
introduced in 2004.

Details of the changes to be introduced to the P&tavel Scheme

Jersey, in line with the UK, implemented the harieed EU pet travel scheme on
1st January 2012, making it cheaper and easigofoowners to travel with their pet
dogs, cats and ferrets and return to Jersey. ThepEBUtravel scheme places
requirements on pet owners travelling with petskéep Jersey free of diseases,
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specifically rabies ané&chinococcus multilocularis tapeworm. Pets have to travel to
Jersey with an approved carrier. All requirememtashto be officially certified.

The animal health preparations required for traveder the revised EU pet travel
regime will remain largely the same; however, theriiRegulations will —

« consolidate EU legislation governing pet travel antiance the requirements
for EU countries to make information on pet traarghilable to their citizens;

e tackle abuse of the pet travel regime by introdgicln more secure pet
passport, tightening eligibility requirements, astdengthening enforcement
activity.

The new Regulation requires that any member state
permitting non-veterinarians to implant microchifihkis
measure applies to microchips inserted as parthef t
preparation necessary for pet travel) must lay domen
minimum standards of training this person must have
received.

Pet passports issued after 29th December 2014 will
conform to the format laid down in Commission
Implementing Regulation 577/2013 and include a rermb
of improved security and traceability features.

Official Veterinarians authorised to issue pet pass
must keep a record of the information entered ihi®
passport for at least 3 years.

In exceptional circumstances, the new Regulatiomiie
the movement of non-compliant pets directly into
guarantine. This measure will enable pet owners mées

to leave a country quickly to arrange for theirspéd
travel and enter quarantine upon arrival. These peist
remain in quarantine until they are compliant. Nhit or
elective quarantine is available in Jersey.

All EU member states are required, from 29th Deaamb
2014, to carry out some non-discriminatory compu&n
checks on pet movements.

The competent authority is required to keep a ikobthe
total number of checks carried out on movements tim¢
UK from third countries, and to clearly indicate fine
third country certificate that a check has beemi@arout
on this documentation.

The new Regulation increases the requirements for
member states to make information available tqothigic.
Each country needs to provide information on mimmu
gualifications for the implantation of microchipsdaa list

of approved rabies vaccinations.

The new Regulation explicitly includes the Latiresiges
names for domestic cats, dogs and ferrets, andcteghe
pet travel regime to the movement of these aninTdis
may have an impact on owners of hybrid pets.

All pets vaccinated for the purposes of pet traafbér

Pets entering the EU from third countries by a& anly
considered accompanied (and therefore eligibleraeet
under the pet travel scheme) if their movement as n
separated from the movement of their owner or an
authorised person by more than 5 days.

an authorised person) are not able to travel wihitays

of the pet's movement, then the commercial import
regime must be followed.

Financial and manpower implications

The Minister may, by Order, prescribe fees foriseie of approvals, certificates and
functions. There are no staffing implications agsed with the proposed amendment
because Jersey has been carrying out compliancksbe a percentage of imported
pets since the inception of the Pet Travel Scheme.

Conclusion

To ensure Jersey's continued protection againstiesatand the tapeworm
Echinococcus multilocularis, compliance with EU legislation controlling the mo
commercial movement of pet animals is necessargl, il be achieved by the
adoption of the Draft Pet Travel Scheme (Amendmgia)sey) Regulations 201-.
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Explanatory Note

These draft Regulations would amend the Pet Traggheme (Jersey)
Regulations 2011 (the “principal Regulations”, ImstNote and in the draft by virtue
of Regulation 1), to give effect in Jersey to recent changes & Ehropean Union
legislation which created the Scheme, made by Régual (EU) No. 576/2013 of the
European Parliament and of the Council of 12 J@Wi&2on the non-commercial
movement of pet animals and repealing Regulatidd) (Eo. 998/2003 (O.J. L 178,
28.6.2013, p.1), which would be (by virtue of thefidition substituted by draft
Regulation 2) the “Community Regulation” for the purposes ofe ttprincipal
Regulations.

Draft Regulation 3 would change the functions of the Minister for Plag and
Environment as competent authority to bring theséne with the new Community
Regulation. In particular, the function of grantirderogations from the EU
requirements is omitted as certain derogations esigt within the Community
Regulation itself (for example in Articles 7 and@&aling with conditions applicable to
the non-commercial movement of pet animals into eriider State of the European
Union from another Member State, there is derogdtiom the anti-rabies vaccination
condition for, respectively, young pet animals, gqed animals, of species listed in
Part A of Annex 1 to the Community Regulation. Aldis 11 and 12 create similar
derogations in the case of non-commercial moveroépet animals into a Member
State from a territory or third country).

Draft Regulation4 would make amendments to Regulation 3 of the poahc
Regulations, permitting prescribed fees to be dwhriop relation to the grant of
approvals by the Minister for bringing non-comptieanimals into Jersey from a
Member State or third country listed in a new, agged Implementing Regulation
(Commission Implementing Regulation (EU) No. 577 28 June 2013 (O.J. L 178,
28.6.2013, p.109)), and would update a cross-nefereto that Implementing
Regulation accordingly. The Implementing Regulattso prescribes the forms of pet
passport to be adopted for the purposes of peeltiavder the amended scheme. A
minor typographical error in Regulation 3 wouldoals corrected.

Draft Regulation 5 would extend the definition of carriers which ntayng recognised
assistance dogs which are compliant animals intseye (Compliant and non-
compliant animals are both defined by Regulatiarf the principal Regulations.)

Draft Regulation 6 would insert a new Regulation 7A into the printiRagulations,
clarifying the Minister's powers to prescribe fdes the exercise of certain functions
under those Regulations and the Community Regulatlyy the Minister, by
veterinary surgeons and other approved personbyim$pectors.

Draft Regulation7 would update another cross reference to the Contynun
Regulation.

Draft Regulation 8 would insert a new Regulation 9A into the printiRagulations,

creating offences of false representation as tggrted compliance with certain
conditions in, and requirements of, the Communiggation, and providing for
penalties for such offences.

Draft Regulation 9 would make further and consequential amendmenteelted
enactments, including in particular an amendmerth&oSchedule to the Veterinary
Surgeons (Jersey) Law 1999, to permit the implamtatdf transponders (also known
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as microchips) into pet animals by veterinary nsiraad other persons approved by
the Veterinary Officer.

Draft Regulation 10 would provide for the citation of these Regulasiand for their
commencement on 29th December 2014.
