(c) asrecommended by the Harbours and Airport Committee, a deed of arrangement between the public
and Channel Islands Marine Properties Limited, in order to amend the existing lease for Harbour
Letting B3, to allow for hypothecation in favour of Barclays Bank. The lease was deemed to have
commenced on 8th October 1999, for a period of 21 years, to Channel Idand Marine Properties
Limited for 6,563 square feet of land at La Collette boat maintenance park, for the purpose of
constructing a self-funded marine servicing workshop at an annual rent of £9,844.50 (representing
£1.50 per square foot) with all same terms and conditions as stated previoudly.
