3.2 Connétable J. Gallichan of St. Mary of the Mirster for Transport and Technical
Services regarding the introduction of a penalty pmts system for minor traffic
offences:

Considering the results obtained from a broadlystituted road safety workshop in which of the
27 respondents on the matter of introducing a pemalints system for minor traffic offences,
19 were strongly supportive and 8 supportive, is thatter being actively addressed by the
Minister, and if so, what are the next steps?

Deputy K.C. Lewis of St. Saviour (The Minister forTransport and Technical Services):

Following the road safety workshop, a comprehenpaekage totalling 35 potential measures
has been developed that cover engineering, educatid of course enforcement. With regard to
enforcement, 3 key proposals were supported byrhgrity at the workshop; increasing the
level of fines, introducing a new offence of cagsitkeath or injury by careless driving, and
introducing a penalty points system for minor i@ffffences. The Minister for Home Affairs
has chaired a working group which includes the Idiagie, States Police, Honorary Police, Law
Officers and T.T.S. (Transport and Technical S&sjc That group has developed detailed
proposals for increased levels of fines and has @ssidered the introduction of an offence of
causing death or injury by careless driving. Tharking group also discussed the issue of
penalty points but made no firm recommendatioamInow considering the recommendation of
the working group. The issue of penalty pointeas straightforward because of the role played
by Centeniers in administering minor road traffenplties at the Parish Hall level. In any new
system it would need to accommodate this. In addib penalty points, there are a number of
other measures within the forthcoming Road Safétgt&y which will require further research
and consultation.

| believe the panel has done much research elsewldthough my officers have made progress
with regard to research into the new offence ofscay death or serious injury by dangerous
driving, legal advice will be needed as, outside dgpartment’s control, I cannot confirm
whether it will be possible to include it in the amdments to the level of fines but it is being
progressed as soon as possible. Also, elementseoRoad Safety Strategy require further
research and consultation. | anticipate that vib@ikg completed so that | can complete a White
Paper by the first quarter of next year.

Deputy K.C. Lewis:

Yes, the points system and the accumulation ofiapsystem is one of the items that is being
considered by the panel. There is also the missud, as mentioned before, that this must
dovetail with the Parishes themselves as manyesfetlincidents are regulated and prosecuted by
Centeniers. That was something else from the etievalue point of view, that it should be, in
the future maybe, that if something goes througRaash Hall Inquiry then this should be
released to the media, not necessarily names ambsses but how many people have been
stopped and fined, in a particular Parish or acethat there is a deterrent value there.
