Island in order to identify ways of improving road safety, with a focus on the needs of 

vulnerable road users, and to publish its initial findings with strategic policy recommendations 

by the end of 2021; and  

 

(b) requested the Minister for Infrastructure to review existing legislation and the Island’s Highway 

Code to identify the benefits of introducing a hierarchy of responsibility for road users, based 

on the level of risk presented to road users in the event of a collision.
