This Order increases the fees for residents’ parking permits and a business parking permit by 10%. The
fees were last increased on 1st May 2013.

The Order was made on 11th April 2014 and comes into force on 1st May 2014,
R&0.38/2014.

This Order allows the Jersey Motor Cycle and Light Car Club to hold motor rallies on Saturday
