Question 
 
Would the Minister advise whether the ‘contribution from the Health and Social Services budget’ 
referred to by the Chief Minister in his statement on 4th December 2012 with regard to funding 
nurses’ pay awards, includes any component from the Health Insurance Fund transfer recently 
approved by the Assembly? 
 
 
Answer 
 
The contribution referred to by the Chief Minister does not include any monies from the Health 
Insurance Fund (HIF) transfer.  The budget contribution towards the nurses pay award comes 
from funds within HSSD’s MTFP budget which were specifically earmarked for investment in 
nursing. 
 
As previously reported to the Assembly, the transfer to HSSD from the HIF is to fund primary 
care services, for example Family Nursing and Home Care services, and is independently audited 
by the Treasury.
