Only 48.7% of the population would be outside of the Venice Commission’s 

recommendations (compared to 81.9% at present and 51.4% under the current

As Members can see, this configuration results in half the districts being either over or 

under represented according to the Venice Commission standards. This equates to 

51.38% compared to the 81.9% currently. 

 

Adopting my amendment will improve this percentage to 48.7% and create a more 

balanced distribution of population across the 6 districts.
