Funding for Higher Level Apprenticeships (Degree Level) is via Student Finance, Personal Finance and the 

College’s CYPES core budget. Level 2 and 3 apprenticeships are funded from the College’s CYPES core 

budget, Trackers, Personal and Businesses.  

 

UCJ Higher level Apprenticeships are not differentiated from the rest of the UCJ budget – they are part of 

the planned departmental spend for that area and also part of the targeted income set to cover costs.
