Question

“Will the Minister state the number of residential children’s homes in Jersey and the number of children
currently being looked after in those homes?”

Answer

Our Residential Care provision comprises eleven separately Registered provisions (via the Jersey Care
Commission).

Seven of the eleven provisions are Children’s Homes which cater for Children in Care from the age of 7,
up to the age of 18. This includes the Secure Children’s Home which currently holds fewer than five
Children in Care. All these children can also be referred to as Children Looked After (CLA). There are a
total of twelve Children Looked After in these Homes.

As well as Registered Children’s Homes caring for Children in Care, another two Registered Children’s
Homes offer short breaks to children with disabilities. A total of 6sixchildren can be provided with a short
break with a maximum of three in each Home.

Two further Homes offer placements for young care experienced adults who are between the ages of 18 to
21. Seven young adults presently reside in these Homes.
