The effect of the Regulations would be to amend the list of registrable occupations by inserting “Registered nurse:
first level” and “Registered nurse: second level” in the schedul e of registered occupations.

The effect of the Order is to prescribe qualifications for registration as a nurse: first level, or a registered nurse:
second levd; if registered in the equivalent occupation under the Nursing and Midwifery Order 2001 of the
United Kingdom.

There are no additional financial or manpower implications for the States arising from these Draft Regul ations.
