In that 
regard, the Panel agreed that it would invite the Minister to attend a Hearing after it 
had met with the Law Officers. 

In order to engage with stakeholders, the Panel requested the Officers to draft letters 
to the relevant industry representatives inviting submissions by the 29th January 
2020.
