Can the Minister confirm the High Net Worth Individuals’ personal Income Tax contribution as a 

percentage of overall personal Income Tax for 2022 and provide details as to how this compares to the 

previous 4 years? 

 

 

Answer 

 

The filing deadline for year of assessment 2022 is 31 July 2023 for online filers. As the filing deadline 

has not yet passed, data relating to this year of assessment is not available. Information has therefore been 

provided for year of assessment 2021 and the previous 4 years. 

 

Data from relevant Tax Statistical Digests has been used to calculate income tax from HVRs as a 

percentage of total personal income tax. Provisional figures are provided for YOA 2021 as this data is 

still being finalised. Amounts may differ from previous answers due to adjustments.
