Having
sought Mr. Curtis’ confirmation that he would wigh perform the role and
established that other members of the Commissippasted this decision, the
Chief Minister requested Mr. Curtis to perform tioée of Chairman until the
date when the former Chairman would have servedehis of office, that is,

Appointments Commission following a competitive ¢ees in 2005,
Mr. Curtis’ first term of office commenced in 200Bhis appointment and his
subsequent second and current term, commencing fRBQ09, were
recommended by former Chief Ministers and approysd the States
Assembly.
