These Regulations, which would come into force on 1st January 2003, would increase the annual fee for the licensing of a
motor vehicle under the Hire Cars (Jersey) Law 1964 from £28.39 to £29.10.
 
The increase is in line with the Finance and Economics Committee limit of 2.5%.
 
These Regulations have no implications for the manpower resources of the States, but would increase the Hire Car revenue
by 2.5%.
