I ntroduction

The Aircraft Registration (Jersey) Law 201- (AR(2Q1-) forms the major part of the
aviation legislative bundle for the establishmentl aelivery of the Jersey Aircraft
Registry (JAR). The following report gives a préofsthe development to date of the
JAR, as well as highlighting the salient pointdh& AR(J)L 201-.

In September 2013, the Minister for Economic Depaient made a policy decision
to establish a Jersey Aircraft Registry (JAR) foe tegistration of aircraft, aircraft
engines, aircraft mortgages and subsequently &iemgine mortgages.

The structure which has been chosen is similahao af the highly successful Isle of
Man Aircraft Registry, in its functions. In this whel, the Registrar’s office remains
directly under the responsibility of the Ministavhilst the airworthiness surveys,
aircraft inspections, continuing airworthiness tachl advice and flight operations
advice are outsourced to an experienced, competigient and reliable supplier of
service-oriented regulatory services practices.

To enable the establishment and functioning of ¥AR, it is necessary to introduce
primary and secondary legislation whilst revoking existing Order in Council.

Accordingly, the Minister for Economic Developmeatpng with the Ministers for

External Affairs and Treasury and Resources, pr@pthe introduction of the

following pieces of legislation —

(i) Civil Aviation (Amendment of Law) (Jersey) Relgtions 201-
(seeP.51/2014),

(i) Public Finances (Transitional Provisions -ags Trading Operations)

It must be noted that only (i) falls under the aegf the Minister for Economic
Development. Points (ii), (iv) and (v) fall undéretresponsibility of the Minister for
External Relations, and point (iii) is the respbiliiy of the Minister for Treasury and
Resources. Point (vi) is for information purposesthe Order in Council was created
by the UK Privy Council and, as such, the Statedevtey are not required to do
anything about this.

Background

Since 2011, a number of reports have been commisgdithat looked at strategic
outline cases for either a Jersey Aircraft Regisirglse a joint aircraft registry with
Guernsey. Both reports indicated significant incage@eration for the Islands, with
estimates ranging from as much as £17 million ter &30 million, these figures being
based on the pre-economic downturn of 2008. Resttistics, however, from a
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number of the larger aircraft manufacturers, areemencouraging in terms of new
aircraft being built/ordered.

Following the findings of the Reports, a politickcision was made to work towards
establishing an aircraft registry to capture thenemic opportunities provided by this
large market, and to do so in conjunction with @sey to successfully further the
political aims of greater inter-Island collaboratioHowever, following lengthy
discussions over a number of years between JermbyGaernsey as to the various
models such a collaborative project could adopg decision was made by the
Minister for Economic Development and Guernsey’'sm@®rce and Employment
Minister, in August 2013, to proceed individually.

As a consequence, Guernsey proceeded with thdisstabnt and subsequent launch
of its own aircraft registry in December 2013. Brsky, the Minister for Economic
Development formally announced Jersey’s intentiorestablish the Jersey Aircraft
Registry in September 2018eeMD-E-2013-0089), with a target launch date of the
end of Q2, 2014.

To draw up suitable terms of reference, co-ordintite project and meet the
anticipated target date, a Working Group (Jersagraft Registry Working Group)

(JARWG) was established, chaired by the Assistanhidtér for Economic

Development, Deputy J.P.G. Baker of St. Helier, aadsisting of key stakeholders
from both the public and private sector. In additiothe former Director of Civil

Aviation for the Isle of Man, who established tlséelof Man Registry and who now
heads up the Aviation Division of Appleby, was canted to advise on the
development of the JAR.

After extensive JARWG discussions, detailed Law filrg instructions, under
MD-E-2013-0103, were drawn up for the necessampdhiction of a package of new
legislation to create new Laws, amend existing isions and revoke out-of-date
Orders where necessary. The main piece of legislati enable the aircraft registry to
function, the draft AR(J)L 201- was distributedJrsey Finance members as a closed
consultation and to other stakeholders for comrireRebruary 2014.

A review was then held, in early March, with a egantative from the UK
Department for Transport, to consider the draft ARR01- and other related
legislation in an effort to provide comfort to tMinistry of Justice as to the content
and objectives, and thus hopefully speed the Rtaral Assent process. It should be
noted that the JAR will at all times remain a sabistry of the UK.

Subsequently, a meeting was held with independegal | representatives, from a
number of local law firms, to finalise the finertdiés of the framework for the
creation and subsequent enforcement of mortgageéangible moveable assets over
both aircraft and aircraft engines. The conceptr avdangible moveable has not
existed before, and the creation of the chargestrggs seen as potentially one of the
largest and most significant income-streams fordtand.

At this juncture, the business case for the JARIilsin the final stages of construction

and will include the evaluation of pricing pointggaed to the JAR’s Unique Selling

Points (USPs). In any event, publication of theirfess case prior to debate could
potentially damage the JAR in that its competitarsuld be able to estimate its

competitive position and respond accordingly.

However, by way of an update, the Invitation to denfor the Aircraft Technical

Service was advertised during the week of 17th Maand it is anticipated that the
preferred provider will be selected during the weék8th April. It is assumed that
the contract should be cost-neutral to both parbese the Register is well-
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established, and the revenue-generating oppoeanfor the Service Provider are
likely to grow in value in line with increased nuemb of aircraft and ancillaries on the
Register. There are unlikely to be any upfront €dst the States of Jersey to meet
with respect to the Service Provider, save possit#ysynchronisation of IT systems.

A scheme of charges is currently being developed, &ill be agreed with the

preferred provider as to how much they will be parl what the client will be

charged. Estimations of the number of aircrafgrait engines, aircraft mortgages and
aircraft engine mortgages to be registered (andt @nenual re-registrations) are
currently being considered, as are the likely ineestreams from these activities.
Other income generation will include revenues fiatermediaries for the creation of
financial structures, and technical services, feangple, aircraft maintenance, and
hangar space should the aircraft reside in JeSegsideration will also be given to
the creation of job opportunities for professioreaisl craftsmen.

From the Jersey proposition perspective, the JARfavim part of a suite of offerings,

including an enhanced shipping registry, targepotential high-wealth residents and
businesses moving to the Island, as well as bepened up to aircraft owners
globally.

AR(J)L 201-
General

The ARJL 201- is the principal Law which allows tBAR to function. It sets out
provisions dealing with —

« the appointment, functions and powers of the Regist

« the registration of aircraft, aircraft enginesceaft mortgages and aircraft
engine mortgages;

« the enforcement of aircraft mortgages and air@adiine mortgages;
» the registration of births and deaths;

e miscellaneous provisions;

+ qualified person$;and

« classification of aircraft

Included in the provisions are relevant offencesd apenalties for
contravention.

Part 1 (Interpretationi) defines ‘aircraft,” “ aircraft enging” “ aircraft mortgagé and
“aircraft engine mortgadefor the purposes of the JAR. It should be noteak the
decision was taken to include the option to regiate “aircraft enginé separately
from an ‘aircraft” in order for Jersey to take advantage of the i§patty engine-
related sale and leasing sectors. This has beeatifidd as a USP for the JAR, and
allows for potential income generation without tieual regulatory needs attaching to
registering an aircraft — particularly the requiesrhfor the person applying to register
to be a “qualified person.” It should be understdiuat, in its present form, a Jersey-
registered aircraft shall not fly for the purposdscommercial air transport or aerial
work, except in the case of a transfer of functiomsler Article 8%bis) of the
Chicago Convention.

Work being undertaken to amend the Security Inter@ersey) Law 2012 (‘SIL12") is
presently looking tanclude ‘tangible movables’ and bring them under the goaece
of SIL12. However, after discussions between polkeyd legal advisers, it was
concluded that this should be continued as a sepa@k-stream from the JAR. This
decision was taken in the interests of both expegieand providing a simple
framework for the end-user, and remains more ctargisvith the approach taken for
the registration of Jersey ships (also outsidestiope of SIL12).

Accordingly, provisions under the ARJL201- pernhi¢ tregistration of a mortgage in

the form of a hypothec over a Jersey-registeregtadtror a Jersey-registered engine.
Also included is the ability to register foreigdamortgages, although not expressly
stated. The decision to adopt a ‘hypothec’ rathantan English-style mortgage was
to allow title to remain with the mortgagee. Incdadin these provisions is thus an
appropriate definition of rhortgage agreemeit as well as the appropriate

enforcement powers (see Part 4), both of which haen closely based on SIL12 and
the Security Interests (Jersey) Law 1983.

It is predicted that the major income-stream frdma tegistry will come, not from
aircraft/engines’ registrations, but from the ahilto create and enforce Jersey
mortgages in this context.

The Registrar: (Articles 2—-8)

The Registrar of Aircraft shall be appointed byd amay be removed by, the Minister.
He or she shall be responsible for administerire rigistration of aircraft, aircraft
engines, aircraft mortgages and aircraft engindgages.

The Registrar’s functions, ancillary powers and emato apply to the Royal Court for
directions (in determining any question of facty lar procedure) are set out.

The Reqistry: (Articles 9—38 and Schedule 1)

Only a “gualified persofimay hold a legal or beneficial interest in a égrsegistered
aircraft. A “qualified persohis defined as a natural or legal person from HE€A,
Commonwealth Countriésind Switzerland (see Schedulé Bn individual does not
have to be adualified persohto hold a legal or beneficial interest in an eaft
engine.

There are also other restrictions on the registnaind use of a Jersey-registered
aircraft. These include where the aircraft is aljegegistered in another jurisdictién,
could more suitably be registered elsewhere, omrevitewould not be in the public
interest for the aircraft to be registered in Jerse

"It should be noted that Article 23 provides e tegistration of an aircraft which is the
subject of an undischarged aircraft mortgage edterethe register does not become void
(as it otherwise would) in the event that a persiher than a qualified person becomes
entitled to a legal or beneficial interest in thgistered aircraft.

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The form of application for the registration of aircraft, engine, mortgageor
priority noticé® is provided for at Part 3. Also included are ralev provisions
governing the discharge of mortgadésndemnities provided by the Stat@sthe
creation of nationality/registration marks; pubdiccess; opening hours; the form of
certificates of registration; amendments; recttfara and cancellation of register
entries.

Liability:
The ARJL 201- provides that, subject to Article(3®&demnitie§, no person or body

shall be liable in damages for anything done orttemiiin the discharge or functions
under the Law, unless it can be shown that theraginission was done in bad faith.

This Article applies to the Minister and the Regist(and relevant officers, servants
and agents).

Regulation-making powers of the States:
There are various Regulation-making powers of tla¢eS, which are set out below —
General provisions concerning registration of aircraft: (Article 24)

1. The States may adapt or modify any provisioR@aft 3 (Registratior) as it
deems necessary or expedient for the purpose widang for the temporary
transfer of aircraft to or from the Register. Thiay be done either generally
or in relation to a particular case or class oksas

Information required by the Registrar: (Article 59)

2. The States may require any person to providdR#égistrar (in such form and
at such times as may be prescribed), the informatioich the Registrar may
reasonably require for the exercise of his funaion

Power to give effect to the Cape Town Convention: (Article 63)

3. The States may give effect to the Conventionlrgarnational Interests in
Mobile Equipment and the associated Prottcol

Regulations: (Article 65)

4. The States may make other such provision &ikg fit for carrying the Law
into effect. It may amend Article 1('Interpretation) and Part?2
(‘Appointment, Functions and Powers of the Regiirareate offences and
penalties (not to exceed imprisonment for 2 yeard a fine) and make
consequential and incidental amendments.

19 preferred debts and preferred liens have prionr aircraft mortgages and aircraft engine
mortgages. The ARJL 201- defines “preferred debtaiay taxes or fees owed to the States in
respect of that aircraft or engine, and “prefeiied” means any lien created by the detention
of an aircraft for unpaid fees, including airpares, route charges and charges for working
on an aircraft or aircraft engine.

In the interests of mortgagee protections, it #hbe noted that the procedure at Article 15
(‘Cancellation of registration of aircraft or aiat engine’) does not include the ability to
cancel a mortgage.

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Order-making power s of the Minister for Economic Development:
Annual renewal procedure: (Article 10)

5. The Minister may provide that the registratidramcraft and aircraft engines
is subject to an annual renewal procedure. It shoel noted that the Order
would not apply to annually renewing the registmatf the aircraft mortgage.

6. The Order would specify information to be pradd the procedure to be
followed, sanctions and remedies and the prescabedal renewal fee.

Restrictions on registration and use of registered aircraft: (Article 19)

7. The Minister may provide for additional excepsoto the provision that a
Jersey-registered aircraft shall not fly on anyhHti for the purpose of
commercial air transport or aerial work.

Nationality mark and registration mark of aircraft: (Article 21)

8. The Minister may prescribe the nationality marid registration mark to be
assigned by the Registrar for a registered aircrilfite nationality mark

assigned ID ‘ZJ’ followed by 3 characters, saveube of ‘I', ‘O’ or ‘S™*.

Service of documents: (Article 57)

9. The Minister may make provision for the servatelocuments to be effected
by means in addition to or instead of the methadsdbed.

Amendment of Schedules: (Article 64)

10. The Minister may by Order amend the Sched@ebedule 1 sets out what is
meant by “Qualified Persons”. Schedule 2 sets oGtassification of
Aircraft”.

Orders: (Article 66)

11. The Minister may by Order prescribe any matthich is to be prescribed
under the Law or Regulations.

Financial and manpower implications

The AR(J)L 201- enabling legislation allows for thgtablishment and delivery of the
JAR. To fulfil the functions and responsibilities the AR(J)L 201-, it will be
necessary to appoint a Registrar of Aircraft tal]edirect and manage the Registry
services on behalf of the Department and ensuteatheelevant operational services
are delivered in a cost-effective, compliant antety manner.

At this stage, the job description has not been Elaluated, but it is assumed that the
salary range will be in the order of £66,000 to,088. While it is understood that this
will be a net cost to the States, while the JARigs infancy, the intention is that the
Registry will be cost-neutral once the JAR is vesifablished.

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APPENDIX TO REPORT

Human Rights Notes on the Draft Aircraft Registry (Jersey) Law 201-

These notes have been prepared in respect of thf#t Bircraft Registry (Jersey)
Law 201- by the Law Officers’ Department. They suamise the principle human
rights issues arising from the contents of thetdratv and explain why, in the Law
Officers’ opinion, the draft Law is compatible witihne European Convention on
Human Rights (‘ECHR”) as implemented under the Huonkéghts (Jersey) Law
2000.

These notes are included for the information of States Members. They are not,
and should not betaken as, legal advice.

The draft Law potentially engages 3 Articles of tBEHR: Article 5, the right to
liberty and security; Article 8, the right to prieaand family life; and Article 1 of the
first Protocol (A1P1), the protection of property.

Article 5 of the ECHR is engaged because the dtaflv provides 3 custodial

sentences in relation to offences, in Articles }19%2(3) and 60(1), and accordingly it
provides for a person to be deprived of their ipeHowever, Article 5 of the ECHR

allows for a person to be deprived of their libeiftycertain circumstances apply,
which include following a person’s conviction of affence in a competent court, as
is the case with respect to Articles 19, 54 andB®& offences that may lead to a
custodial sentence are clearly prescribed in theft dcaw, and the procedural

requirements of Article 5 ECHR are provided for ather domestic legislation.

Therefore, the draft Law is considered to be coibfgatvith Article 5 of the ECHR.

It has been considered whether the publication avfiqular information including
information that may relate to a person’s finanebngements in the public register
would engage Article 8 of the ECHR. However, agespn would need to consent to
the relevant information being made public if theshed to register an aircraft or
aircraft engine (or associated mortgage), thereldvau any event be no breach.
Further, Article 54 of the draft Law provides foordidentiality with respect to any
further information that the Registrar possessesrgvan individual has not consented
for it to be made public. Therefore, the draft lswconsidered to be compatible with
Article 8 of the ECHR.

The draft Law also potentially engages A1P1, gsravides for the deprivation of
property rights in an aircraft or aircraft engimethe event of a mortgagor defaulting
on their mortgage agreement or an owner being atlankrupt. A1P1 specifically
affords rights to both natural and legal persons, therefore companies also benefit
from the protection that it provides.

When a mortgagor is seeking to enforce a mortgageeaent, either privately or
through the Royal Court, it is not considered thate is sufficient involvement of a
public authority for A1P1 to be engaged, as theridapion of property has been
provided for within a private contractual arrangeineHowever, in bankruptcy
proceedings, where a person is deprived of theipgnty rights and those rights are
vested in the Viscount, A1P1 is engaged. Howevedeprivation of a person’s
property rights in such instances can be justiffed is in the public interest, be
prescribed by law and subject to the principlegrimational law. A person being
deprived of property rights in the event of bankeyghas been held to be in the public
interest, and the provisions specifically in radatito appropriation of an aircraft or
aircraft engine are prescribed in the draft Lawtlier, the action is deemed to be
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proportionate, and other jurisdictions that areypty the ECHR also have provisions
that enable deprivation of property in the evenbahkruptcy. Therefore, the draft
Law is compatible with A1P1.

No further ECHR rights are engaged. Therefore,ditadt Law is considered to be
compatible with the ECHR.
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Explanatory Note

The object of this Law is to provide for the regasion of aircraft, aircraft engines,
aircraft mortgages and aircraft engine mortgagekeisey.

Part 1 of the Law comprisésticle 1 which sets out the definitions of the terms used
in the Law.

Part 2 of the Law provides for the appointmentcfions and powers of the Registrar.

Article 2 provides for the Minister for Economic Developmédtite “Minister”) to
appoint a person to hold the office of the RegistféAircraft. The person appointed is
required to have relevant experience and experisgvil aviation and be a fit and
proper person to hold the office of Registrar. Miaister is empowered to appoint
any person to perform on behalf of the Registrahsef the Registrar's functions as
the Minister or the Registrar may authorize. Prioviss also made iArticle 2 for the
Minister to discharge the functions of the Registvhere no Registrar is appointed by
the Minister.

Article 3 sets out the functions of the Registrar. The fionst are conferred on the
Registrar by the Law or any other enactment. Thgid®ar's functions include the

registering of aircraft, aircraft engines, aircrafiortgages and aircraft engine
mortgages, advising the Minister generally in ielatto the registration of aircraft,

aircraft engines, aircraft mortgages and aircrafiime mortgages and administering
the office of the Registrar.

Article 4 provides the Registrar with ancillary powers toalything that appears to
the Registrar to be necessary or expedient foptingose of exercising the Registrar’s
functions including power to request the productain and otherwise obtain such
documents, accounts and information from, suchgpsrand within such periods and
at such times and intervals as the Registrar thfitkand to publish information,
reports and other documents.

Article 5 gives the Registrar the power to apply to the R@yaurt for directions or for
a determination of any question of fact, law orgadure if the Registrar believes that
it would assist in the proper and lawful exercidette Registrar's functions. The
Royal Court has the discretion to make such ordet thinks fit where an application
for a direction is made.

By virtue of Article 6, the Registrar is empowered to require the usucdh forms as
the Registrar may direct for any purpose relatiog régistration or any other
proceedings before the Registrar under the Law. Réwgistrar is required to publish
the forms, and any directions of the Registrarcathéir use in such manner as the
Registrar thinks fit.

Article 7 provides for the Registrar to have an officialldea the authentication of
documents required for the purpose of exercisimgRRgistrar’'s functiondArticle 7
also provides for any document sealed with the ®eggis official seal and signed by
the Registrar or a person appointed and authotineérArticle 2(3)to be deemed to
be duly executed by or on behalf of the Registrad affective in law to bind the
Registrar.

Article 8 provides for the proof of documents issued by obehalf of the Registrar
and signed by the Registrar or a person appointedaaithorized to do so under
Article 2(3) so that in any legal proceeding such a document beareceived in
evidence, is deemed to be the document which pgits to be and to have been
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issued and signed accordingly (without proof of geFson’s identity, signature or
official capacity) and is evidence of the mattdedesd in that document.

Part 3 of the Law provides for the registrationamfcraft, aircraft engines, aircraft
mortgages and aircraft engine mortgages.

Article 9 provides for the Registrar to establish and mangaregister of aircraft,
aircraft engines, aircraft mortgages and aircrafjige mortgages to be known as the
Jersey Aircraft Register (the “Register”). The Ragi is to be kept in such form and
manner as may be prescribed (i.e. prescribed i®er made by the Minister).
Article 9 also permits the Registrar, when registering awrat, aircraft engine,
aircraft mortgage, aircraft engine mortgage or nit§ionotice and when issuing a
certificate of registration to rely upon the docuntseprovided to the Registrar and not
to be bound to enquire further as to whether, lation to the aircraft, aircraft engine,
aircraft mortgage, aircraft engine or priority matj the formalities required by the
Law have been complied with.

Article 10 empowers the Minister to make an Order to profidethe registration of
aircraft or aircraft engines under the Law to blejsct to an annual renewal procedure
and to specify that procedure, the information ¢opbovided and the form in which
such information is to be provided and the sanstioemedies or consequences which
are to arise in respect of any failure to complyhvihe renewal procedure as well as
the prescribed annual renewal fees.

Article 11 provides for public access to the Register andHeropening hours of the
office of the Registrar. The Registrar is requitednake arrangements for the public
inspection of the Register and, subject to payroéttie appropriate fee, the supply of
certified or uncertified copies or extracts of @&drin the Register. The Registers are
specified to be part of the public records of Jergaticle 11 also provides for the
Registrar to make public the days on which and $©auring which the Registrar's
office is open for registering aircraft, aircrafhgenes, aircraft mortgages, aircraft
engine mortgages and priority notices and for indpg the Register. Any application
submitted when the Registrar’s office is closetbibe treated as having been received
immediately after the Registrar’s office is nexeopd.

Article 12 provides for a certificate of registration to tsstied on registration of an

aircraft, aircraft engine, aircraft mortgage, aftrengine mortgage or priority notice

stating the registration number, the time and dafteegistration, the registered

particulars, the registration number of any othegyistered matter to which it relates
and the name and address of the relevant persencditificate of registration must

Article 13 provides for notice of a change of any registgradicular or the name or
address of the relevant person to be provided @oRhBgistrar within a period of
14 days from the date of the change. Provisionadarfor the Registrar to make the
appropriate entry in the Register and to issuevaaegtificate of registration or cancel
the registration. A change made is not effectivil timee Registrar has made the entry
in the Register or cancelled the registration. kfadlt of compliance with the
requirement for notice the change may not be raiedy the relevant person or by
any other person so as to affect adversely thésriglhany third person.
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Article 14 permits a relevant person to apply to the Registrathe rectification of an
error, defect or omission in the Register. The Be@i has absolute discretion on such
terms and conditions as the Registrar thinks fit, application being made, to
authorize the rectification of any error or defectomission in the entries relating to
the registered matter in the Register or in anyadaton or other document provided
to the Registrar in relation to it under or for fhe&poses of the Law. The Registrar has
the option to refer the matter to the Inferior Nmbf the Royal Court, through the
intermediary of the Attorney General and the Rdyaurt may order the rectification
of any error, defect or omission in the entriegatiaf to the registered matter in the
Register or in any declaration or other documeanvipled to the Registrar in relation
to it under or for the purposes of the Law. Excepere the Registrar or the Royal
Court directs otherwise, the effect of rectificatiof the Register is that the error or
omission in question shall be deemed never to baea made. The Registrar has the
discretion to remove from the Register any regestamatter in respect of which it
appears to the Registrar that registration hasdeashave effect.

Provision is made irrticle 15 for the registration of an aircraft or aircraftgame to
be cancelled on an application made to the Regisliee application must state the
reason for such application and be accompanietidgansent of the registered owner
in relation to the aircraft or aircraft engine amdst contain any further information
that the Registrar may require. SubjeciAtticle 23(2) if the conditions for removal
are satisfied, the Registrar is required to catheelegistration of an aircraft or aircraft
engine and to file a notice in the Register stativag the registration of the aircraft or
aircraft engine has been cancelled.

Article 16 requires that where a document is provided toRbgistrar in a language
other than English, a translation of it in Engliarified or certified in such manner as
the Registrar may require must also be providdadddregistrar.

Article 17 provides that only a qualified person may holégal or beneficial interest
in a registered aircraft. If an aircraft is chaetbtby demise to a qualified person the
Registrar may, whether or not an unqualified pefsalds a legal or beneficial interest
in the aircraft, register the aircraft in Jerseytie name of the charterer by demise if
the Registrar is satisfied that the aircraft maypheperly registered. Provision is also
made inArticle 1743) for a registered aircraft chartered by demiseetnain registered
during the continuation of the charter.

Article 18 permits the registration in Jersey of an airctladtt is not operating for the
purposes of commercial air transport or aerial work

Article 19 imposes restrictions on the registration of aficemd on the use of
registered aircraft. An aircraft shall not be régjied in Jersey if a person other than a
qualified person holds a legal or beneficial instii@ that aircraft. Further, an aircraft
shall not be registered in Jersey if it appeargsh® Registrar that the aircraft is
registered outside Jersey and that such registratmuld not cease by operation of
law in the place in which it is registered if thieceaft was registered in Jersey; the
aircraft could more suitably be registered in satieer place or it would not be in the
public interest for the aircraft to be registeredJerseyArticle 19 also prohibits a
registered aircraft from flying on any flight fdré purpose of commercial air transport
or aerial work except in the case of transfer aicfions under Article 83(bis) of the
Chicago Convention or in such other circumstancdsrcsuch other purposes as may
be prescribed. The Minister has the power to pitescadditional exceptions to the
prohibition on commercial air transport.

Article 20 provides for the registration of aircraft in Jgrsén application for the
registration of an aircraft in Jersey must be madéhe Registrar in such form and
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manner as the Registrar requires, and must incrdbe accompanied by such
information and documents relating to the aircaaftl the ownership and chartering of
the aircraft as the Registrar may require to entdtdeRegistrar to determine whether
the aircraft may be registered in Jersey; the prdpscription of the aircraft according
to column 4 of the “Classification of Aircraft” iBchedule 2; such other information
or documents as may be prescribed and as the Regisiay require and the

prescribed fee. The Registrar is required to regite aircraft if satisfied that the

aircraft may be registered in Jersey, whereveray fine, by entering in the Register
the nationality mark of the aircraft and the regibn mark assigned to it by the
Registrar; the name of the constructor of the aftcand its designation; the serial
number of the aircraft; the name and address ofyewsvner; and such other

information as may be prescribed and as the Ragistay think fit.

Article 21 provides for the nationality mark and registratioark to be assigned by
the Registrar and the manner in which the natignaiark and registration mark must
be displayed on an aircraft to be as prescribed.

Article 22 provides for changes to the Register in respedirofaft. If, at any time
after an aircraft has been registered in Jers@grson other than a qualified person
becomes entitled to a legal or beneficial intemreshe registered aircraft or the aircraft
is registered in a country other than Jersey, #ggstration of the aircraft becomes
void and the certificate of registration must beinged immediately by the registered
owner to the Registrar and the Registrar must nthkeappropriate changes to the
Register.Article 22 also makes provision for the registered owner okgistered
aircraft to immediately inform the Registrar in ting of the destruction of the
aircraft, or its permanent withdrawal from use be ttermination of a charter by
demise and the Registrar must make the appropelzeges in the Register. The
Registrar is empowered to amend the Register aretdhe registration of an aircraft
whenever it appears necessary or appropriate ier acdgive effect to Part 3 of the
Law or to bring up to date or otherwise correct Register. The Registrar is required
to cancel the registration of an aircraft withindalys of being satisfied that there has
been a change in the ownership of the aircraftéfRegistrar has not been notified of
the change. UndeArticle 22 the reference to the registered owner of a regdt
aircraft includes, in the case of a deceased perhan or her legal personal
representative, and in the case of a legal persbichwhas been wound up or
dissolved, its successor.

Article 23 provides that the registration of an aircraft whis the subject of an
undischarged registered aircraft mortgage entemetheé Register shall not become
void by virtue ofArticle 22(1)(which deals with changes to the Register in raspec
aircraft) and requires that the Registrar shall canicel the registration of such an
aircraft unless all persons entered in the Regatemortgagee of that aircraft have
consented to the cancellation.

Article 24 makes general provisions concerning registratioairgraft. The States is
empowered to make Regulations to modify the apfidiceof any provision of Part 3
of the Law as the States deems necessary or expéatiehe purpose of providing for
the temporary transfer of aircraft to or from thegigter, either generally or in relation
to a particular case or class of cases. Additignallovision is made idrticle 24 for
references to an interest in an aircraft not tduithe references to an interest in an
aircraft to which a person is entitled only by wetof the person’s membership of a
flying club. Further, nothing in Part 3 of the Laaquires the Registrar to cancel the
registration of an aircraft if in the Registrar’pimion it would not be in the public
interest to do so.
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Article 25permits the registration of an aircraft engindaensey under the Law.

Article 26 prohibits the registration of an aircraft enginelersey if it would not be in
the public interest for the aircraft engine to bgistered in Jersey.

Article 27 provides for the registration of an aircraft emgin Jersey. An application
to register an aircraft engine in Jersey must bedenta the Registrar in such form and
manner as the Registrar requires and must includbeoaccompanied by such
information and documents relating to the airceaftjine and the ownership and use
of the aircraft engine as the Registrar may reguirenable the Registrar to determine
whether the aircraft engine may be registered iseje the proper description of the
aircraft engine and aircraft in which it is ins@llincluding the manufacturer, model
and serial number of both; such other documenisformation as may be prescribed
and as the Registrar may require and the preschiged

Under Article 27, the Registrar is required to register the aitceaigine if satisfied
that the aircraft engine may be registered in yemsberever it may be, by entering in
the Register the registration number assigned gaattcraft engine by the Registrar;
the name of the constructor of the aircraft enginé its designation; the serial number
of the aircraft engine; the name and address afyewsner of the aircraft engine and
such other information as may be prescribed artdeaRegistrar may think fit.

Article 27 also provides for the registration mark to begrs=sil by the Registrar for a
registered aircraft engine and the manner in wtachegistration mark must be
displayed on an aircraft engine to be as prescribed

Article 28imposes an obligation on the registered ownerrefystered aircraft engine
to immediately inform the Registrar in writing dfet destruction of the engine, or its
permanent withdrawal from use. The Registrar hadtbcretion, whenever it appears
to the Registrar to be necessary or appropriateder to give effect to Part 3 of the
Law or to bring up to date or otherwise correct Register, to amend the Register or
cancel the registration of an aircraft engine. Registrar is under a duty to cancel the
registration of an aircraft engine within 14 dayeing satisfied that there has been a
change in the ownership of the aircraft engine rtbstanding that the Registrar has
not been notified of the change in accordance witiicle 13 UnderArticle 28 the
reference to the registered owner of a registeiredat engine includes, in the case of
a deceased person, his or her legal personal espiagise, and in the case of a legal
person which has been wound up or dissolved, dsessor.

Article 29enables the creation of an aircraft mortgageroraft engine mortgage over
an aircraft or aircraft engine registered in Jersgyagreement and provides for an
aircraft mortgage or aircraft engine mortgage, upegistration in Jersey under the
Law, except as provided by the Law to be effecteeording to the terms of the
mortgage agreement and enforceabldicle 29 provides that an aircraft mortgage or
aircraft engine mortgage may be created by thdegatd a mortgage agreement to
secure the obligation of a third partirticle 29 also clarifies that nothing in the
Loi (1880) sur la propriété fonciere or the rulda donner et retenir ne vaivhich
means that a gift into trust will not be effectifehe settlor retains the power to deal
freely with the trust assets) shall affect the diffi of an aircraft mortgage or aircraft
engine mortgageArticle 29 also makes provision for the form of the mortgage
agreement.

Article 30clarifies that except as may be necessary for ngatkia aircraft or aircraft
engine available as security for the mortgage débtmortgagee shall not by reason
of the aircraft mortgage or aircraft engine mortybg deemed to be the owner of an
aircraft or aircraft engine, nor shall the mortgalge deemed to have ceased to be the
owner of the aircraft or aircraft engine.
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Article 31 provides that an aircraft mortgage, aircraft eagmortgage or priority
notice may be registered in Jersey under the Lawli¢ations properly made for the
registration of aircraft mortgages, aircraft engingrtgages or priority notices must be
entered in the Register in order of their recejpth®e Registrar.

Article 32 provides for the registration of aircraft mortgagend aircraft engine
mortgages. An application to register an aircradttgage or aircraft engine mortgage
in Jersey must be made by or on behalf of the ragdg to the Registrar in such form
and manner as the Registrar may require and malkstdie or be accompanied by a
copy of the instrument creating the aircraft moggaertified by the applicant as
being a true copy. The application must also inelad be accompanied by such
information and documents relating to the aircrafbrtgage or aircraft engine
mortgage as the Registrar may require to enabldréggstrar to determine whether
the aircraft mortgage may be registered in Jerey,names and addresses of the
mortgagee and mortgagor, details of the aircrafaiccraft engine over which the
aircraft mortgage or aircraft engine mortgage igated (including registration
numbers); such other documents or information ag b prescribed and as the
Registrar may require and the prescribed fee. TégisRar must register an aircraft
mortgage or aircraft engine mortgage if satisfieat the aircraft mortgage or aircraft
engine mortgage may properly be registered and entbe Register the registration
number of the aircraft mortgage or aircraft engim&rtgage; the name and address of
the mortgagee and mortgagor; the date and timeegfistration of the aircraft
mortgage or aircraft engine mortgage; details of #ircraft or aircraft engine
associated with it; the registration number of alyer aircraft mortgages, aircraft
engine mortgages or priority notices over thatraft@r aircraft engine and such other
information as may be prescribed and as the Ragistay think fit. The Registrar is
required to provide the mortgagor with a copy @ tertificate of registration.

Article 33 provides for the registration of priority noticés application to register a

priority notice must be made by or on behalf of grespective mortgagee to the
Registrar in such form and manner as the Registegrrequire and shall include or be
accompanied by the names and addresses of the eptiesp mortgagee and

mortgagor; details of the aircraft or aircraft emgiover which the prospective aircraft
mortgage is to be created (including registratiombers); such other documents or
information as maybe prescribed and as the Repistag require and the prescribed
fee. The Registrar must register the priority reviicsatisfied that the priority notice

may properly be registered and enter in the Reagikt registration number of the

priority notice; the names and addresses of thepaaive mortgagor and mortgagee;
the date and time of registration of the priorittice; details of the aircraft or aircraft

engine associated with the priority notice; thegstgtion number of any other aircraft
mortgages, aircraft engine mortgages or prioritsices over that aircraft or aircraft

engine and such other information as may be ptestrand as the Registrar may
think fit. The Registrar is required to provide fiv@spective mortgagor with a copy of
the certificate of registration.

Article 34 provides for the priority of preferred debts amdfprred liens over aircraft
mortgages and aircraft engine mortgages and foradirmortgages or aircraft engine
mortgages, as between themselves, to rank in afdergistration, with the first in
time having priority. Aircraft engine mortgages,teetween themselves, rank in order
of registration, with the first in time having prity. If, following registration of a
priority notice, the aircraft mortgage or aircrafigine mortgage contemplated in the
priority notice is registered before the expiry thie priority notice, the aircraft
mortgage or aircraft engine mortgage shall be ddetméhave been registered at the
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time of registration of the priority notice, ancetRegistrar shall record the date and
time of registration of the aircraft mortgage aceaft engine mortgage accordingly.

Article 34 has effect despite any express, implied or cooswel notice to the
mortgagee. The priority of competing aircraft maggs may be varied by agreement
between the holders of those aircraft mortgageairoraft engine mortgages, but an
assignee of a subordinated mortgage is not bourahtagreement to subordinate that
aircraft mortgage or aircraft engine mortgage wlasthe time of the assignment a
subordination relating to that agreement had bied With the Registrar and entered
in the Register by the Registrar. Any priority givéy Article 34 to an aircraft
mortgage or aircraft engine mortgage over an dtroraaircraft engine extends to the
proceeds of sale that aircraft or aircraft engine.

Article 35clarifies that registration of an aircraft mortgageaircraft engine mortgage
shall not constitute constructive notice of thestxice of the aircraft mortgage or
aircraft engine mortgage (or its terms) to any @ersr constructive knowledge of the
existence of the aircraft mortgage or aircraft aegnortgage (or its terms) by any
person.

Article 36imposes a duty on the mortgagor to notify the Blegi of the discharge of
an aircraft mortgage or aircraft engine mortgagepbgviding the Registrar with a
copy of the discharge or receipt for the aircraftrtgage or aircraft engine mortgage,
such other documents or information as may be pbestand as the Registrar may
require and the prescribed fee. If the Registraatssfied that the aircraft mortgage or
aircraft engine mortgage ought to be dischargesl Riagistrar must mark the relevant
entries in the Register as discharged and not#yntbbrtgagee and the mortgagor that
this has been done.

Under Article 37, the cancellation of the registration of an aiftcta aircraft engine
does not affect the rights of any mortgagee undgr arcraft mortgage or aircraft
engine mortgage and entries may continue to be matthe Register in relation to the
aircraft mortgage or aircraft engine mortgage athéf registration of the aircraft or
aircraft engine had not been cancelled.

Article 38 entitles a person to indemnity for loss directgulting from an error or
omission of the Registrar or any person who is @ighd to perform any of the
Registrar’s functions under this Lavrticle 38 prohibits the payment of indemnity
for any factual inaccuracy of registration inforioat received by the Registrar or
transmitted by the Registrar in the form in whidhe tRegistrar received that
information; for acts or circumstances for whicle fRegistrar is not responsible and
arising prior to receipt of registration informatiby the Registrar; where the person
who has suffered loss has caused the loss by hisrdraud or has derived title from a
person committing fraud; or on account of costexpenses incurred in taking or
defending any legal proceedings without the consehtthe Registrar. Any
compensation payable may be reduced to the extanhtie person who suffered the
loss caused or contributed to that loss. The Staieghe power to procure insurance
or a financial guarantee covering the liabilityatesl by Article 40.

Part 4 of the Law provides for the enforcement iofraft mortgages and aircraft
engine mortgages.

Article 39 provides for Part 4 of the Law to apply in respefcan aircraft mortgage
and aircraft engine mortgage registered in Jeradgiuthe Law.

Article 40 makes provision for the power to enforce an aitcnadrtgage or aircraft
engine mortgage to become exercisable when an efedéfault has occurred in
relation to the aircraft mortgage or aircraft emgmortgage and the mortgagee has
served on the mortgagor written notice specifyilg tevent of default. The
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mortgagee’s power of enforcement in respect ofil@nadt mortgage or aircraft engine
mortgage includes appropriating the aircraft ocraiit engine; selling the aircraft or
aircraft engine; taking control or possession o thircraft or aircraft engine,
exercising any rights of the mortgagor in relationthe aircraft or aircraft engine;
instructing any person who has an obligation iratieh to the aircraft or aircraft
engine to carry out the obligation for the benefithe mortgagee and applying any
remedy that the aircraft mortgage or aircraft eagimortgage provides for as a remedy
that is exercisable pursuant to the power of eefoent.

Article 40does not prevent the mortgagee from taking sulelraiction in respect of

the aircraft or aircraft engine as is permittedhuy aircraft mortgage or aircraft engine
mortgage and is not in conflict with the Law, wietlbefore or after the power of
enforcement becomes exercisable.

Article 41 provides for notice of appropriation or sale ofceift to be given by a
mortgagee who appropriates or sells an aircraftireraft engine to the mortgagor or
any person who, 21 days before the appropriatiag,am aircraft mortgage or aircraft
engine mortgage over the aircraft or aircraft eagin

Article 42 makes provision for a mortgagee to effect a salarofircraft or aircraft
engine by auction, public tender, private salearmother method. A mortgagee is not
prevented from buying an aircraft or aircraft emgihat the mortgagee sells.

Article 43imposes a duty on the mortgagee to obtain a fairati@n or fair price. The
mortgagee must take all reasonable steps to deterthe fair market value of the
aircraft or aircraft engine, as at the time of #Hmpropriation, and to act in other
respects in a reasonable manner in relation toagipeopriation. A mortgagee who
sells an aircraft or aircraft engine owes a dutiate all reasonable steps to obtain fair
market value for the aircraft or aircraft enging aathe time of the sale, to act in other
respects in a reasonable manner in relation tedleand to enter any agreement for
or in relation to the sale only on reasonable teffhg duty is owed to the mortgagor,
and any person who has an aircraft mortgage oraftirengine mortgage over the
aircraft or aircraft engine immediately before #pgropriation or sale.

Article 44provides for all aircraft mortgages or aircraft gmgmortgages in an aircraft
or aircraft engine that are subordinate to therafrcmortgage or aircraft engine
mortgage of the mortgagee who appropriated or g@dhircraft or aircraft engine to
be extinguished on the appropriation or sale ofihgaft or engine.

Article 45provides for the mortgagee to give the mortgagor@ther persons referred
to in Article 46(1)(a) and (b) a statement withre t14 days after the day on which the
aircraft or aircraft engine is appropriated or ssiebwing the gross value realized by
virtue of the appropriation or the amount of thesgr proceeds of sale, the amount of
the mortgagee’s reasonable costs incurred in oeldat the appropriation or sale, the
amount of any other reasonable expenses incurrédebynortgagee in enforcing the
aircraft mortgage or aircraft engine mortgage atfter event of default, the net value
of the aircraft or aircraft engine and the surpbwging by, or debt owing to, the
mortgagee.

Article 46 makes provision, subject #uticle 34 for the distribution of the surplus on
the sale of an aircraft or aircraft engine mortgdugstly in payment, in due order of
priority, of mortgagees whose aircraft mortgagesaiocraft engine mortgages were
registered after the aircraft mortgage or airceafgine mortgage of the mortgagee
exercising the power of sale was registered. THanba (if any remains) is to be
distributed in payment to the mortgagor or, in¢lent that the mortgagor has become
insolvent or been subjected to any other judiciabrayement consequent upon
insolvency, to the Viscount, liquidator or otheoper officer.
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Article 47 gives the mortgagee an alternative to dischargtagobligation under

Article 46by paying any amount of resulting surplus intoRwyal Court. The surplus
may then only be paid out if the Royal Court soepsdon application by a person
entitled to the surplus and that entittement to soeplus shall be determined in
accordance witlrticle 46.

Article 48clarifies that a surplus exists if the net val@i¢he aircraft or aircraft engine

which has been appropriated by the mortgagee egdhecamount of the debt owed to
the mortgagee by the mortgagor or the monetaryevafuthe obligation owed to the

mortgagee. A surplus also exists where a mortgagsesold the aircraft or aircraft
engine and the net proceeds of the sale exceedntbeint of the debt owed to the
mortgagee by the mortgagor or the monetary valu¢hefobligation owed to the

mortgagee.

Under Article 49 the Royal Court has the power, on application ty mortgagee
when an event of default occurs in relation to @moraft mortgage or aircraft engine
mortgage, to make an order for delivery of an aftcor aircraft engine to the
mortgagee; an order transferring the aircraft ocraft engine into the name of the
mortgagee or the mortgagee’s nominee; an ordeingetitie to the aircraft or aircraft
engine in the mortgagee or the mortgagee’s nomfreeeof the right of redemption
underArticle 51, an order enforcing an instruction given ungéeticle 40(2)(c)(iii) or
any other order.

Under Article 50 a purchaser for value and in good faith of anraftcor aircraft
engine appropriated or sold by a mortgagee takesittcraft or aircraft engine free
from the interest of the mortgagor, any interestosdinate to that of the mortgagor;
and any interest subordinate to that of the modgag

Article 51 provides for an aircraft or aircraft engine to bdegemed at any time before
a mortgagee who appropriates the aircraft or direrayine enters into any agreement
to sell the aircraft or aircraft engine, or hasestfise acted irrevocably in relation to
the aircraft or aircraft engine, after an eventdefault. The mortgagor’'s right to
redeem the aircraft or aircraft engine has prioater any other person’s right to
redeem the aircraft or aircraft engine.

Article 52 provides that upon the mortgagor becoming banktopte extent that the
value of the aircraft or aircraft engine is sufici, the amount due to a mortgagee in
respect of an aircraft mortgage or aircraft engimetgage shall be paid in priority to
all other claims. Nothing in the Law affects thestieg in the Viscount or other body
or person, under the law relating to bankruptcythef title of the mortgagor to the
aircraft or aircraft engine. If the mortgagor ofegistered aircraft or registered aircraft
engine becomes bankrupt or the mortgagor or theégagor's property is subjected,
whether in Jersey or elsewhere, to any other jabiairangement or proceeding
consequent upon insolvency, the power of a morgag® has an aircraft mortgage
or aircraft engine mortgage over the aircraft ocraift engine to appropriate or sell, or
otherwise act in relation to the aircraft or aiftengine shall not be affected.

Article 52also provides that where the property of the namytg has been declared
désastrethe Viscount may apply to the Court for an ordesting in the Viscount the
rights of the mortgagee to the aircraft or airceaigine and directing that it be sold
and, if the Royal Court makes such an order, theqads of such sale of the aircraft
or aircraft engine shall be applied by the Viscoumtthe order specified in
Article 52(3)(c). The Royal Court has the power to make an orderctirg such
vesting and sale upon such terms and subject to neditions as the Royal Court
may think fit.
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Part 5 of the Law contairirticle 53which empowers the States to make Regulations
to provide for the recording and registration otts and deaths occurring on aircrafts
registered in Jersey.

Part 6 of the Law contains miscellaneous provisions

Article 54 provides for the confidentiality of documents pformation relating to the
business or other affairs of any person or obtadiegttly or indirectly from a person
who has so received it. Such document or informatnist not be disclosed without
the consent of the person to whom it relates drdifferent) the person from whom it
was so obtained. The disclosure in contraventiofirtile 54is an offence punishable
with imprisonment for a term of 2 years and a fiAdicle 54 does not preclude the
disclosure of information which at the time of dasure is or has already been made
available to the public from other sources, or Whig in the form of a summary or
collection so framed as not to enable informatielating to any particular person to
be ascertained from it. Disclosure of informatienniot precluded in certain other
circumstances including, for the purpose of engbbn assisting the Registrar in the
discharge the Registrar’s functions, the invesigatprevention or detection of crime,
or to comply with an order of a court.

Article 55 limits the liability of the Minister or any persawho is, or is acting as, an
officer, servant or agent in an administration lué States for which the Minister is
assigned responsibility, the Registrar and a peeggpointed undeArticle 2(3) to
perform the functions of the Registrar. The limdatof liability extends to anything
done or omitted in the discharge or purported disgh of any functions under this
Law or any enactment made under the Law. The ltmoiteof liability does not apply
if it was shown that the act was done in bad faittso as to prevent an award of
damages made in respect of an act on the grounthéhact was unlawful as a result
of Article 7(1) of the Human Rights (Jersey) Lawd0

Article 56 entitles a person aggrieved by a decision of tegistrar under the Law to
appeal to the Royal Court against that decisiomiwi28 days of that decision or
within such further time as the Royal Court allows.

Article 57 describes how service of documents may be effeatelr the Law and
gives power to the Minister by Order to make prividor service by other methods.

Article 58 applies to any document to be served on the Ragisncluding any
application, statement, consent, declaration oratige.Article 58 gives the Registrar
the discretion to require or permit any documerlidserved on the Registrar under or
for the purposes of the Law to be in such electrdorm and be served by such
electronic means as the Registrar may determine.

Article 62 provides that in any proceedings for an offencdendrticle 19(3), 54(3)
or59(3 it is a defence for the defendant to prove tlebh she took all reasonable
precautions and exercised all due diligence tocatlte commission of an offence by
himself or herself by any person under his or letmol.

Article 63 gives the States the power by Regulations to difexieto the Convention
on International Interests in Mobile Equipment ahé associated Protocol to the
Convention on Matters Specific to Aircraft Equiprnéthe “Cape Town Convention”)
which was signed on 16th November 2001 by the driiemgdom.

Article 64 gives the States power by Regulations to make stledr provision as the

States think fit for the purposes of carrying ttelinto effect; to amend Article 1 and
Part 2; to create offences for breach of any pronisf any Regulations made under
the Law and to specify penalties for such offenoes exceeding imprisonment for
2 years and a fine and to make such consequemmcdlental, supplementary and
transitional provision as may appear to be necgssaexpedient for the purposes of
the Regulations.

Article 65empowers the Minister by Order to make provisiondny matter which is

to be prescribed under the Law; as to the manndiirg of applications and other

documents; requiring and regulating the translatbnlocuments and the filing and
authentication of any translation; as to the serna¢ documents; authorizing the
rectification of irregularities of procedure; fome limits for anything required to be
done in connection with any proceeding under the bad for the extension of any
such time limit, whether or not it has already eggi or for the fees for any
application to the Registrar.

Article 66 provides that the power to make Rules of Courteurttie Royal Court
(Jersey) Law 1948 includes a power to make Rulethiopurposes of the Law.

Article 67 provides for the Law to be cited as the Aircrakgitration (Jersey)
Law 201- and provides that it shall come into foocesuch day or days as the States
may by Act appoint.
