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REPORT
The Complaints Panel system

The Complaints Panel is established under the Aidinitive Decisions (Review)
(Jersey) Law 1982, and it enables any person waggseved by a decision made by a
Minister or department, or any person acting onalfebf any such Minister or
department, to apply to the Greffier of the Statehave the matter reviewed by a
Complaints Board. Once a complaint is receivedGheffier seeks the response of the
Minister or department concerned before referrimgy papers to the Chairman of the
Complaints Panel, who decides whether or not trmugistances justify review by a
Complaints Board. If the Chairman is conflictederththe matter is referred for
adjudication by one of the Deputy Chairmen. If leairman or Deputy Chairman
considers that the circumstances justify a Boagthre holding a hearing, they may first
attempt informal resolution of the complaint, biuthis is not appropriate or has failed,
the matter is then referred to a Board and a hgaate is set. A Board of 3 members
selected from the Complaints Panel is establishedeal with the case. If the Board
finds in favour of the complainant it can requést Minister or department concerned
to reconsider the decision.

Article 5(2) of the Law requires the States to dppthe Chairman, 2 Deputy Chairmen
and members of the Complaints Panel.

The Appointments Panel has assisted the Pandiahlisbing a succession plan during
the course of recent membership changes to ensutingity and that experience
gained over time is acknowledged and utilised. Asgembly will recall that following
the retirement of Miss Christine Vibert as Deputyatman in 2014, the Appointments
Commission concluded that Mr. Geoffrey Crill shoblel appointed to fill the vacancy
and this appointment was approved by the Assemblyl0th September 2014
(P.142/2014 refers). The Appointments Commissionhér agreed that it was in
accordance with the Commission’s procedures tovalllo. Stuart Catchpole Q.C. to be
appointed to fill the next vacancy for Deputy Chan when it arose without the need
for a further process (providing the vacancy ocedirwithin a reasonable period of
time).

Following the election to the States of Advocatehiard Renouf in October 2014, a
vacancy arose for Chairman. The Appointments Cosiongurther agreed that one of
the Deputy Chairmen should be selected to serv€hasrman. As a consequence
Mr. Nigel Le Gresley served as Chairman for theaimaber of his term of office until
July 2015 and was succeeded by Mr. Crill as Chairriie Assembly approved this
succession plan on 21st January 2015 (P.180/2@d5Ye

Following Mr. Crill's appointment as Chairman, tAppointments Commission was
consulted and agreed that his replacement cousbpeinted from within the existing
longer-serving members of the Panel. The Commigtdelighted that Mr. Chris Beirne,
who has been an active member of the Panel sin2@, 2@s accepted nomination as
Deputy Chairman.
