REPORT

Under the terms of the Jersey/UK Fisheries Managemgreement (FMA) signed in
1996, the Island agreed to implement fisheriesletigms consistent with those of the
European Union (EU) in respect of managing fiskantjvity in the territorial sea.

In 2009, the EU revised its fisheries regulationswn as the “control” regulations;

and these draft Regulations, along with the Drai Eisheries (Vessel Monitoring

Systems) (Jersey) Regulations 20see(P.85/2014) replace existing local legislation
to reflect the most recent EU measures. These matrad measures already apply
throughout European waters and in waters aroundnSeg, and any of our vessels
fishing in such waters already need to be compliant

In addition to the benefit of the Island adheriongtie FMA, the new requirements
allow Fishery Officers to enforce the requirememattall vessels operating in the
territorial sea are fitted with monitoring equipmeBxemptions have been made for
vessels between 12 and 15 metres in length that fsil in the territorial sea, to

minimise the impact on any purely local vessels.

Financial and manpower implications

There will be no financial or manpower resource liogtions arising from the
adoption of these draft Regulations, as enforcemiéihbe conducted within existing
enforcement patrols.
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Explanatory Note

These Regulations repeal and replace the Sea fesh@og Books and Landing
Declarations) (Jersey) Regulations 2007 to givectfto provisions in —

(@ Council Regulation (EC) No.1224/2009 of 20twviEmber 2009
establishing a Community control system for engugompliance with
the rules of the common fisheries policy (OJ L 322,12.2009, p.1)
(*Control Regulation”); and

(b) Commission Implementing Regulation (EU) No.A&MM1 of
8th April 2011 laying down detailed rules for theglementation of
Council Regulation (EC) No. 1224/2009 (OJ L 11203®011, p.1).

Regulation 1 is an interpretation provision. In particular,diéfines “declaration” to
mean a transhipment declaration or a landing detoter. It also defines “competent
authority” to include an authority responsible fesuing fishing licences and fishing
authorizations, a fisheries monitoring centre, fiskery officer (as defined in the Sea
Fisheries (Jersey) Law 1994).

Regulation 2 describes to which fishing boats the Regulatigrya The Regulations
apply to British and Community fishing boats withiersey’s territorial sea, such
boats measuring at least 10 metres in length.

A British fishing boat is defined in the Sea Fisasr(Jersey) Law 1994 to mean a
fishing boat that is registered in the British t&lg, that is, anywhere in the United
Kingdom, Channel Islands or the Isle of Man. A Camity fishing boat is defined in
Regulation 1 of these Regulations to mean a fishoay registered in a member State
of the European Community other than the Unitedgidom.

Part 2 of the Regulations set out requirements relatinigd books and various forms
of declaration in electronic format.

Regulation 3 states that Part 2 applies to fishing boats &t €2 metres long and sets

out various exceptions regarding fishing boats ldsn 15 metres long. These

comprise (a) Jersey fishing boats operating exadlsin Jersey waters and (b) British

or Community fishing boats which are exempted lgyfthg state from a requirement

to keep log books in electronic format on the gobtimat the boat never spends more
than 24 hours at sea from the time of the boaturdare to its return to port.

Regulation 4 sets out the requirements relating to keeping lmokb and declarations
in electronic format with which masters of fishirgpats must comply. The
information required is set out in Schedule 1 drallbg book or declaration must be
kept in accordance with any relevant instructiogisaut in Schedule 2. Regulation 4
also sets out when such information must be tratesdnto a competent authority of
the boat’s flag state.

Regulation 5 requires the master of a fishing boat to ensuag tthe boat does not
leave port without a fully operational electronécording and reporting system that is,
a system for preparing and transmitting the infdromarequired under this Part.

Regulation 6 makes provision for what happens when there ischnical failure or
non-functioning of the electronic recording and aging system. In such
circumstances the master of the fishing boat moistngunicate the information in the
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log book or the declaration at specified timeseast in the Regulation such as at the
request of a competent authority of the boat's fkagte or upon arrival in port.
Provision is also made to prohibit a fishing boainf leaving port following such
failure unless a competent authority of the bodldg state is satisfied that the
electronic recording and reporting system is fuorgtig or it has otherwise given
authority for the boat to leave port.

Part 3 of the Regulations set out requirements relatinigd books and various forms
of declaration in paper format.

Regulation 7 provides that Part 3 applies to fishing boats toctv Part 2 does not
apply. However boats to which Part 3 applies masngg with Part 2 instead in
respect of a landing declaration.

Regulation 8 sets out the requirements for keeping log bookisdatlarations in paper
format. The information is the same as that reguioe log books and declarations in
electronic format. The Regulations sets out préciaden the log book/declarations
must be submitted to the Minister for Economic Depment — generally within
48 hours after arriving in port.

Part 4 sets out supplementary provisions.

Regulation 9 makes provision for when the master of a fishiogthmust give prior
notification of arrival in port. These requiremeafgply to a Community fishing boat
which is between 10 and 12 metres in length {i.es nhot subject to the electronic
reporting requirements in Part 2). These requirgmalso apply to any boat which is
used for fishing species subject to a multiannieh.pA multiannual plan is defined in
Article 4(24) of the Control Regulation to meanezavery or management plan for
providing specific management measures for pasticfith stocks for several years.
Regulation 9 sets out the information that must pgpevided when giving prior
notification of landing (such as the reason fodiag, dates of fishing operations and
catches of fish) and that, generally, notificatiomist be given at least 4 hours in
advance.

Regulation 10 prohibits transhipment except in the port of Stliet and with the
permission of the Minister for Economic Developmé&manshipment is defined in the
Control Regulation and is defined to mean the wfifpof sea fish on board a fishing
boat to another fishing boat. However transhipmeot, the purpose of this
Regulation, does not include relocation (as defimethe Control Regulation), pair
trawling activities or fishing operations involvirdgor more fishing boats.

Regulation 11 sets out the maximum penalties for an offence aftravening the
Regulations, that is, £20,000 in respect of th& fonviction and £40,000 in respect
of a second or subsequent conviction. The effed@rttle 4(1) of the Sea Fisheries
(Jersey) Law 1994 is that contravention of anyh@se Regulations is an offence
punishable with a fine up to the maximum specifiethe Regulations.

Part 5 contains miscellaneous and closing provisions.

Regulation 12 repeals the Sea Fisheries (Log Books and Landieglabations)
(Jersey) Regulations 2007.

Regulation 13 sets out the title of these Regulations and pesvithat they will come
into force 7 days after they are made.
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Schedule 1l sets out the form of log book, including transhgmmn and landing

declaration for the purposes of Regulations 4 andt& landing declaration may
either be included as part of the log book, asosgtin Part 1 of Schedule 1, or
prepared separately, as set out in Part 2 of Sééddu

Schedule 2 sets out the instructions for filling in the logdk and declarations. 3 tables
form part of the instructions.

Information must be given concerning the positiod area of a fishing operation in
accordance with the map in Table 2. The weightstf €aught must be recorded using
conversion factors as set out in Table 3.
