Whilst supporting the desire to provide new honresur rural centres to ensure the
continued viability and vitality of parish commu#, | am concerned to ensure that
residential development on Field 402, St. Martiheve it is facilitated by the release
of valuable greenfield land, also contributes taisathe Island’s need for affordable
homes.

To ensure that new homes here are only accessiliteose people who are most in
housing need, it is essential that their allocai®mundertaken through the Housing
Gateway. This will allocate homes to people base@dm assessment of their income
level and, under the proposed definition of Catggoihomes, to households with a
median income level or below.

This does notpreclude the occupation of any homes by St. Mgvtirishioners or
those with connections to the parish who would tikenove into/back to St. Martin,
but only where they would also ‘qualify’ as being ‘housing need’, as assessed
through the Housing Gateway operated by the Siakégusing Unit.

Whilst the purposes of the St. Martin’s Housing dsation and the thrust of this
amendment are undoubtedly well-intentioned, theceféf this amendment would be
to remove any effective control as to who could upgc these homes, and thus
effectively render them as ‘Category B/open markethes, for which there is already
adequate provision in the Plan, and for which thiereno justification to release
greenfield land.

Similarly, whilst there is the intention that trent be developed by, or on behalf of
the St. Martin’s Housing Association, this couldt e regulated by the planning
system and, if and when rezoned, is a matter totahdowner.
