While the final programme will be prost by the contractor, it is currently
envisaged that the 6-month car park project wketalace early in the overall project and
will allow the additional 64 spaces to be broughbiuse before the Police Headquarters have
been completed. This approach complies with whateve been asked to do as part of the
planning process; they will not further delay thevelopment of the Island’s first purpose
built Police Headquarters and will result in aric@éint construction process.
