There have been a number of various developmeatdtive taken place around that particular
construction site and regrettably my understandntipat this is works that need to be put in
place by one of our utility companies and, in effélcere was no practical alternative to take. |
am not in a position to comment on what compensatimay be made because | simply do not
know the answer to that.

It is about a year ago since Clos de Corvets, wiBer known as the Jambart site, was
completed. | believe the developer paid Transagod Technical Services for the construction of
a bus shelter at that time yet it has not beenigeolv Could the Minister explain why it has not
been provided and when it will be?

What | am aware of is that there were significardbpems relating to the drainage aspects, |
think, relating to that site, which are being resdl and | imagine that the bus shelter, as an item,
will come before me in due course.

this is currently a matter of technicality we havet got to the practical detail of knowing
precisely when the relevant signage will be insthll But | will be happy to inform the Deputy
as soon as | know those details.

6.5 Deputy K.C. Lewis:

| refer to the illuminated speed indicators thdbim drivers of their speed, plus or minus 30
miles an hour. | congratulate Transport and Tewdirbervices, | believe this is an excellent
initiative. Does the Minister have plans to rall ¢his programme further around the Island?

Deputy G.W.J. de Faye:

question prior to the resurfacing job and thatéhgas no need or reason for the road to be dug
up.

Deputy G.W.J. de Faye:

However, | thank him for
what he said and | will certainly be looking into i

6.7 Deputy P.V.F. Le Claire:

The updated figures provided this morning by thaister for Transport and Technical Services
in relation to the compost operations have throvwarariight upon the operational costs of this
facility. In the recent sitting the Minister ackmiedged that this was not the best location and
that his department would once again be looking aiternative locations. Has he any progress
to report to the House on that issue? Also, ibuld ask, | supplied some information to the
Deputy in relation to smell amelioration, | wond@iéthe department had looked into that issue
and whether they had trialled the material | hagvésded to him and his department?

Deputy G.W.J. de Faye:

Yes, we have made some progress on looking atattee sites but not sufficient progress
where | think it would be valuable for me to makegy atatements to the House at this stage. |
am grateful for the technical advice that DeputyQlaire brought to my attention. | can advise



him that having pursued that particular matter diepartment has trialled a number of liquids
that can be poured over or applied to, spray, teraeto the open windrow compost rose and my
officers assure me that they are happy to trylmeiparticular substance that he put forward. Our
general experience though is that these typesdoinial applications have a level of success but
that needs to be balanced against their costs.y ahe quite expensive to apply. But my
understanding is that the officers in the departnvegre quite enthused and will be pursuing
application of that particular liquid.

6.8 The Deputy of Grouville:

Deputy G.W.J. de Faye:

| am happy to pursue both those questions becaysenderstanding is the outbreak of e-coli in
Grouville Bay was very heavily investigated by tkeévant protection agency and it was shown
that it did not appear to bear any relation to ggwsludge being disposed of on the land surface
in the area. Certainly there has been a periodhith@as normal practice for sewage sludge to
be injected into agricultural fields, normally &etrequest of the field owner, and conducted
normally on a payment, | think, where the dispersat paid at rate of £10 per vergée to the
proprietor of the property. It is important to sétyough, that the sewage sludge was pre-treated
before being injected on to the land, thereforaeh&as no danger of any pathogens being
dispersed by that particular process. To the béshy belief the Transport and Technical
Services Department is not linked in any way whaigso with the outbreak that the Deputy is
referring to.

6.9 Deputy R.C. Duhamel of St. Saviour:

example the sort of money we are deriving currefidyn a new approach to advertising on car
parks, on buses and, most lately, on taxis williedh results such as the issue of free bus
timetables as opposed to the former charge of S5teend a continuation of the much
applauded taxi marshal scheme that is utilised adalff and Saturday evenings at the



Weighbridge when previously things could get adat of hand down there. | can assure
Members that all the monies are being well spent.

6.10 Deputy C.J. Scott Warren:

Does the Minister agree that it is essential thatrd is an early debate by the new States
Assembly on the long awaited Integrated Travel &rahsport Plan and that it is imperative that
this is considered to go alongside and be intdgrtde urban regeneration of St. Helier?

Deputy G.W.J. de Faye:

As | am sure Members will know, | sincerely wish had had this debate some time ago. But a
number of elements have interceded, not least a¢hwére the proposals to construct a tunnel
under the Esplanade Quarter. | took a strategasibm to put the Integrated Travel and
Transport Policy on hold because, broadly speakimg,expert members of the department in
that particular field were having to plan a traffitanagement system of the size of a small
village. Not to say even perhaps a large villagehat took an enormous amount of work.
Nevertheless there are spin offs from that andsiimportant that we take on board the
experience that we have gained from that and appty the Integrated Travel and Transport
Policy. Yes, the sooner we debate this the bbteause it will relate to congestion around the
Island and | can assure Members it will not be asyedebate because Members may be faced
with having to consider some relatively draconiaoves in order to sort out the traffic situation.
The whole thing is an extremely complicated issu there are no easy solutions. But as | have
indicated earlier, at this stage in proceedindsirikt it is a matter that should become before a
new Assembly and should be handled by a new Minist® may not see things the same way
as myself, and | think that is the appropriate f@award as | have said. At the same time | am
considering whether to release the current I.T.{IRegrated Travel and Transport Policy) as a
report so that all Members, extant and to joinAlseembly, can have the fullest information at
their disposal.
