of each such project, in line with Article 9(2)(d), (e) and (f) of the Law and as set out in 

Appendix 2 – Summary Table 2 to the Report; and 
 

(c) approved the proposed amount to be appropriated from the Consolidated Fund for 2020, 

for each head of expenditure, being gross expenditure less estimated income (if any), in

person, to pay an additional amount (the “surcharge”) equal to 10% of such tax 

as remains unpaid at the specified time.”;
