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A1.     The Committee, with reference to its Act No. A10 of 3rd October 2003,
received the following draft Report and Propositions relating to States members’
remuneration -
 

(a)       proposed abolition of means testing - the Committee recalled that it
had agreed to support the recommendation of the Remuneration Sub-
Committee that means testing be abolished with effect from 1st January
2004; and

 
(b)       proposed establishment of an independent Review Body - the

Committee recalled that it had agreed the terms of reference for the
Review Body as recommended by the Remuneration Sub-Committee.
