Women (CEDAW) has now been extended to Jersey. To celebrate this important milestone an outdoor 

event is being planned for April that will include 20 guests from women’s and equality 

organisations around the Island.  

  

The event will also be broadcast online through social media for Islanders to join virtually. It is currently 

set to include: a Premiere of the Women in Jersey video highlighting the importance of CEDAW, an 

introduction from the Minister for International Development, and a panel discussion on the roles of 

women in the Island and how to ensure women have equal opportunity.
