Criteria for allocation of nursery places:
2.3.3 The provision of places in nursery classes must take account of the needs of individual children.
Particular consideration will be given to the following:

Children with specific social/educational needs;

Children from families with particular needs (e.g. low income families, siblings with special needs, parental illness);
Children with siblings in the school;

Maintaining approximately an equal numbers of boys and girls in the class;

Balancing the social and educational demands of the group;

20% of children may be taken from outside the catchment area;

Date of application.

Once places are allocated you will receive a letter from a school either:
1. offering you a place or
2. informing you that your application has been unsuccessful and you have not been allocated a place.

If you have made separate application to more than one school, you will still only receive one letter as above.
