(a) This programme was informed, in significant part, by the output and recommendations of the 

Independent Schools Funding Review. The consultants commissioned to undertake this review (2020 

Delivery Ltd) were paid £227,675. 

 

(b) & (c) Future expenditure on consultants commissioned through the Education Reform Programme 

will follow established governance arrangements. Specifically, these arrangements are set out in a
