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Explanatory Note
 

The purpose of this Act is to appoint 1st April 2001 as the day for the commencement of those provisions of the Social
Security (Amendment No.  14) (Jersey) Law 2000 that relate to the introduction of survivor’s benefits, reduced old age
pensions, the definition of the expressions “earnings” and “medical practitioner”, disqualification for supplementation,
calculation of employed persons’ earnings, the calculation of the life average of annual contribution factors and the abolition
of the married woman’s option.
 
 
The amending Law was adopted by the States on 26th September 2000 (P.137 of 2000), and this Act has no additional
financial or manpower implications for the States.
