Explanatory Note regarding subordinate legislation tabled at this meeting.

R&0.39/2013.

This Order increases the basic minimum wage and the minimum wage for trainees with effect from 1st
April 2013. It also introduces a second tier minimum wage rate for trainees.

The minimum wage is increased by 0.75%, to an hourly rate of £6.53.

The minimum wage for a trainee is 75% of the basic minimum wage described above. Accordingly, the
minimum wage for a trainee is increased to an hourly rate of £4.90.

These rates were last increased on 1st April 2012.

In addition, a second tier minimum wage for trainees is introduced, which is set at 87.5% of the basic
minimum wage described above and therefore is £5.71.

The minimum wage is set at a lower hourly rate at any time when an employee is a trainee, as defined in
the Employment (Minimum Wage) (Jersey) Regulations 2004. Those Regulations were amended by the
Employment (Minimum Wage) (Amendment No. 9) (Jersey) Regulations 2013 so as to increase the
period during which an employee might be categorized as a trainee, by virtue of undergoing training for
his or her job, from the first year for which the employee is in the job to the first 2 years that the
employee is in the job. The second tier minimum wage for a trainee, then, applies to a trainee once he or
she has completed 12 months of training.

The Order was made on 22nd March 2013 and came into force on 1st April 2013.

R&0.40/2013.

This Order amends the Social Security (General Benefit) (Jersey) Order 1975, consequentially upon the
enactment of the Social Security (Amendment of Law No. 5) (Jersey) Regulations 2013 (R&0.34/2013).
Those Regulations insert a new Part 1A in Schedule 1 to the Social Security (Jersey) Law 1974. Part 1A
sets the weekly rate of old age pension and specifies how it is to be increased each year. Formerly, this
was specified in Part 1 of Schedule 1 to the Law.

The purpose of the amendment made by this Order is to extend the rule in Article 4(1) of the Social
Security (General Benefit) (Jersey) Order 1975 so that it applies to the weekly rates of old age pension
specified in Part 1A of Schedule 1 to the Social Security (Jersey) Law 1974. The rule in Article 4(1) is
that a weekly rate of benefit that is not divisible by 7 is increased to the next higher amount that is
divisible by 7.

The Order was made on 22nd March 2013 and came into force on 26th March 2013.

This Order amends the Social Security (Old Age Pensions and Survivor’s Benefit) (Jersey) Order 2001.
The amendments do not make any substantive change to that Order. The amendments merely update
cross references to provisions in Schedule 1 to the Social Security (Jersey) Law 1974 which are moved
and altered by the Social Security (Amendment of Law No.5) (Jersey) Regulations 2013
(R&0.34/2013).

The Order was made on 22nd March 2013 and came into force on 26th March 2013.

R&0.42/2013.

This Order gives effect to the amendments to Council Regulation (EU) No. 359/2011 concerning
restrictive measures directed against certain persons, entities and bodies in view of the situation in Iran
that are made by Council Implementing Regulation (EU) No. 206/2013 of 11 March 2013 (O.J.
No. L 68/9, 12.3.2013). That Regulation adds persons and an entity to the list of persons and entities in
Annex | in the amended Regulation.

The Order was made on 25th March 2013 and came into force on 26th March 2013.



R&0.43/2013.

This Order increases the maximum expenses that may be recovered from a motor vehicle insurer for the
treatment of injuries caused by a road traffic accident. The maximum amounts came into force on
26th February 2013 and were set at amounts equal to the amounts then recoverable in England. The
amounts recoverable in England are uplifted on 1st April every year. This increase to the Jersey amounts
will keep them equal to the amounts recoverable in England with effect from 1st April 2013.

The Order was made on 25th March 2013 and came into force on 1st April 2013.

R&0.44/2013.

This Order revises the basic dispensing fee payable to pharmacists on a supply of pharmaceutical benefit
and the percentages applied to reduce the aggregate amount payable to an approved supplier in respect of
the supply of pharmaceutical benefit in a month.

A 2 tier rate is introduced in respect of the basic dispensing fee paid to a pharmacist who is an approved
supplier under the Health Insurance (Jersey) Law 1967 for each item of pharmaceutical benefit supplied
on a subscription. The amount paid for each item supplied at the first tier rate is increased.

For the period 1st May 2013 to 30th September 2013 inclusive, a pharmacist will receive a basic
dispensing fee of £3.40 for the 20,833 items he or she supplies (the first tier) , and a basic dispensing fee
of £3.13 for each item further item dispensed in the period (the second tier).

After that, for each year commencing on 1st October 2013 or its anniversary, a pharmacist will receive a
basic dispensing fee of £3.40 for the first 50,000 items he or she supplies, and a basic dispensing fee of
£3.13 for each item further item dispensed in the period.

There is already provision for the aggregate amount payable to an approved supplier in respect of the
supply of pharmaceutical benefit in any month to be reduced by a percentage determined according to the
aggregate value of the basic ingredient price of the items supplied. The percentage rates reduction rates
are halved.

The Order was made on 28th March 2013 and comes into force on 1st May 2013.

R&0.45/2013.
This Order gives effect to Council Regulation (EU) No. 298/2013 of 27 March 2013.

That Council Regulation suspends the freezing of the funds and economic resources of persons and
entities listed in the Annex to the Council Regulation. The suspension has effect until 20th February
2014, but shall be reviewed every 3 months.

The Order was made on 8th April 2013 and came into force on 9th April 2013.

R&0.46/2013.
This Order —

(@) prescribes 9th May 2013 as the date on which a person’s eligibility for the 2013 old age
pension adjustment is determined; and
(b)  prescribes the amount of the 2013 old age pension adjustment as £82.88.

The amount an individual receives by way of the 2013 old age pension adjustment will be a percentage of
the amount prescribed, according to factors such as whether the individual has elected to take a reduced
old age pension or has a full or partial contribution record.

The Order was made on 10th April 2013 and comes into force on 17th April 2013.



R&0.47/2013.

This Order increases the amounts of pension of a person aged 65 or over that are to be disregarded when
determining, for the purposes of a claim for income support, the amount of a household’s income. The
increase is consequential upon the interim pension increase that will take effect for the period 16th May
to 30th September 2013.

This Order also provides for the disregard of the whole of the 2013 old age pension adjustment that is to
be paid under Article 25A of the Social Security (Jersey) Law 1974.

The Order was made on 10th April 2013.

Article 2(1) and (2) come into force on 16th May 2013. The remainder of the Order comes into force on
17th April 2013.
