Currently the provision of resources for the Datatéction Commission is shared
between the Chief Minister and the Minister for &sery and Resources and these
Regulations transfer that responsibility to the e€h¥inister. In addition the Chief
Minister will now be responsible for receiving refsoand sponsoring legislative
changes on the recommendation of the Data Protedommissioner. These
Regulations have no effect on the independent @atifr the Data Protection
Commission.

There are no manpower or additional resource iraptios for the States arising from
the adoption of these Draft Regulations.

THE STATES, in pursuance of Article 29 of the States of Jeisaw 2005,
have made the following Regulations —

1 I nter pretation
In these Regulations —
“receiving Minister” means the Chief Minister;
“transferring Minister” means the Minister for Teeaty and Resources.

2 Functions and connected rightsand liabilitiestransferred

(1) There shall be transferred to the receivingidar the functions of the
transferring Minister under the Data Protectiongdg) Law 2005

(2) All rights enjoyed and liabilities incurred llge transferring Minister in
connection with the functions transferred by paapbr(1) shall be
transferred to the receiving Minister and becongertphts and liabilities
of the receiving Minister.

(3) A provision of a contract or other instrumematt specifies that a right or
liability of the transferring Minister is incapabtd transfer shall, to the
extent that it applies to a right or liability tiferred by paragraph (2), be
of no effect.

(4) The operation of paragraph (2) shall not bewrégd —
(@) as a breach of contract or confidence or otiseras a civil wrong;

(b) as a breach of any contractual provision prigihtdp restricting or
regulating the assignment or transfer of rightkatnilities; or

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(c) as giving rise to any remedy by a party to atext or other
instrument, as an event of default under any contea other
instrument or as causing or permitting the ternimatof any
contract or other instrument, or of any obligatorrrelationship.

3 Data Protection (Jersey) Law 2005 amended

(1) In Article 1(1) of the Data Protection (Jerselyaw 2005 for the
definition “Minister” there shall be substitutedetfollowing definition —

“‘Minister’ means the Chief Minister;”.

(2) In paragraph 4 of Schedule 5 to the Data Ptiote¢Jersey) Law 2005 —

(@) in sub-paragraph (1) for the words “Chief Miai$ there shall be
substituted the word “Minister”;

(b) in sub-paragraph (4) for the words “Minister féreasury and
Resources” there shall be substituted the word $¢n”.

4 Transitional provisions

(1) The transfer effected by Regulation 2 shall prefjudice the operation of
any appointment, approval, authorization, consemtelegation,
determination, direction, instruction, requirementother thing that is,
before these Regulations come into force, madeengiw done by the
transferring Minister in relation to the functiongghts and liabilities so
transferred, but such matter shall, if then in égrmontinue in force to the
like extent and subject to the like provisionsfas had been duly made,
given or done by the receiving Minister.

(2) Anything commenced before these Regulationsesomto force by or
under the authority of the transferring Ministerymso far as it relates to
any of the functions, rights and liabilities tragrséd by Regulation 2, be
carried on and completed by or under the authamftythe receiving
Minister.

(3) Where, at the coming into force of these Rdguia, any legal
proceeding is pending to which the transferring ister is a party and
the proceeding has reference to any of the fungtioghts and liabilities
transferred by Regulation 2, the receiving Ministkall be substituted in
the proceeding for the transferring Minister and pinoceeding shall not
abate by reason of the substitution.

5 Citation and commencement
