Question

Would the Minister outline the rationale for enacting the Unlawful Public Entertainment Regulations (Jersey)
2004, under powers contained in the Order in Council of 1771?

Answer

These Regulations replace the Unlawful Public Entertainments (Jersey) Regulations, which are due to expire on
the 20th July 2007. There are two changes to the new Regulations, at Regulations 2 and 6. Consequently, owing
to the changes, | am advised they are to be made pursuant to the 1771 Order in Council rather than being renewed
under the later 1884 Order in Council. The arrangements for reviewing the Regulations on a triennial basis has
worked satisfactorily in recent years and, therefore, it has not been felt necessary to adopt a different process.
